Those who could not participate in a team can also participate individually in 3rd ICT Quiz Contest. These participants have to fill the form and submit it to Brush-Up Online Authority. We will conduct paper based quiz at your school premises in coordination with school authority.  

Event Details
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Why National Cyber Olympiad?
Cyber Olympiad has been conceived with the following objectives in mind:
· An innovative platform for extracurricular activities for students to display and get rewarded for outstanding talent;
· A competitive arena where each student seeks to achieve ‘gold’, for himself/herself as well as for the school he/she represents;
· Enhance and spread the knowledge of Information Technology amongst common school children of Kathmandu valley;
· An opportunity for unity in diversity through mutual collaboration and sharing amongst different school in Kathmandu valley;
· A productive and profitable investment for sponsors of the event who earn maximum leverage in terms of brand promotion and appeal;
· The first in a series of annual events to mark this noble cause.

General overview of the Cyber Olympiad
· Participants will be of Secondary level (up to Grade 10).
· Three students will constitute in a team.
· Team should include at least one female student.
· Interested teams will be registered in our database on the first come first serve basis.
· At least 40 teams will be selected for the competition. We can even select more teams if required.
· Selected teams will be divided into minimum eight groups. No. of groups may increase if the registration increases. 
· A group will contain at least five teams and can rise as the no of registration increases.

Structure of the Cyber Olympiad
Quiz will be conducted in three phases.
· Qualifying phase
· This is the preliminary (group stage) competition among the registered team.
· Minimum Five to Maximum eight teams will compete in a group.
· Ranking of the team will be declared according to the score they acquire. 
· Only winner team from each group will qualify for semifinal phase.
· Quiz will be played in four/five different rounds.
· Semifinal phase
· Qualified 8/10 teams will be separated into two groups consisting of 4/5 teams in each. 
· Four/Five teams will compete in a group.
· Ranking of the team will be declared according to the score they acquire. 
· Only top two teams from each group will qualify for final phase.
· Quiz will be played in four/five different rounds.
· Final phase
· Qualified 4/6 teams will compete in the quiz.
· Quiz will be played in five different rounds.
· A gambling round will be added in the final phase for each team.
· Ranking of the team will be declared according to the score they acquire.





Sample Plan for 32 Teams in National Cyber Olympiad
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Rules of National Cyber Olympiad 
· The Management of National Cyber Olympiad will decide the rules & regulations of this event. 
· Any breach of these rules & regulations and its consequences will be at the sole risk of the participants and National Cyber Olympiad or the main sponsor company will not be responsible or liable for any of such offences.
· All participants must have a valid school ID card. Team members must be attending the school they are representing at the time of the quiz
· Application forms can be collected from the respective school administration office.
· Each team wishing to participate has to fill out the form completely without any blank fields and submit the same along with a registration fee of Rs1000.00 (One Thousands only) to the Brush-Up Online.
· Teams must comprise of three students.
· A team’s participation in quiz is determined only if team comprises of at least one female participant from the team.
· Teams must submit their entry on the official entry form signed by school authority and parents/guardians to Brush-Up Online.
· Teams may not change members between Stages, other than in exceptional circumstances and then only following a formal request to the organizers.
· Substitutions cannot be submitted on day of the quiz.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]In the Individual Event Participation each individuals have to pay registration fee of Rs200.00 (Two hundred only) to the Brush-Up Online 
· In the event of queries at the quiz, the decision of the Quiz Adjudicator will be final and no correspondence will be entered into.
· Prompting can be considered as cheating and lead to a team’s disqualification
· Children are prohibited from taking mobile phones into the quiz venue. Mobile phones found will be confiscated and the competitor will be disqualified
· Whilst the Brush-Up Online will endeavor to provide a safe and comfortable environment for children during the event. Primary responsibility for the children remains with their parents/guardians at all times
· The consent form (part of the entry form) from school and parents allowing students to participate in Quiz should be filled and has to be submitted along with entry form. If parents or guardians have decided not to give their consent, this should be clearly indicated to the organizers of the quiz.
· Brush-Up Online will not be responsible for resolving any disputes/queries occurring outside the premises of quiz conducted.
· Each participating school needs to provide a passport size photograph of all their participants while submitting the registration form.
· The Management of National Cyber Olympiad reserves the right of admission to the event and may also cancel or disqualify any participant, before, during or at the conclusion of the festival. 
· The school getting the maximum number of points in the Final will be awarded a trophy for being “The Best School of National Cyber Olympiad 2073”.
· There will also be attractive prizes, certificates and gift hampers for individual participants who enter into the Semi Final and Final phase of the event.
